In reading this quote of Thomas Berry, | am reminded that the future is always one step ahead of us, and all we do to plan for the
future comes from the reality of the present moment. During this last year, we have been planning for the future for our sisters.
Our work on building an assisted/supportive convent for those sisters in need of care, the modular homes for sisters who can live
independently and an administration center for the congregation seems to have crept along as we delved into the complexities of
zoning issues and the needed approvals in regard to water, drainage, sidewalks and roads. Despite all that is involved in these ne-
cessities, the future continues to take shape as we plan for our new home on the hill.

At a meeting with our architects in January, the Building Committee (Srs. Pauline Chirchirillo, Lorraine Dougherty, Patricia
Geoghegan, Joan Marie O’Neill, Mary O’Neill, and Gloria Perez) worked with the Leadership Council, Mr. Hank Leyen and Mr.
John Cerullo to create schematic drawings based on the use for the different spaces. Within weeks the layouts were before the
Council and the Building Committee. There were enough details in these drawings to address the floor plans, plumbing, and site
elements that could be potential problems. Over the course of the next few months we studied the drawings, assessed room and
closet size, look at window views and walkways, and changed rooms from one location to another. The feedback from everyone
involved enabled the architect to make the necessary modifications to the architectural drawings.

Within the next few months, we will have all the necessary preconstruction activities completed so that we can go before the
Town of New Windsor before summer ends for the needed approvals.

The Sisters of the Presentation have reason to give thanks to God for the many gifts given us and for the mystery of the future that
the Spirit continues to reveal to us.
